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The L.A.B. is an interactive learning environment that has special requirements in order to provide a successful educational experience for students.
Requirements:

· Level surface for parking

· Adult Volunteer to shuttle students to and from the L.A.B.
· Access to an electrical outlet preferred to reduce generator noise

· In order to connect the LAB to a power supply from the building, the Institution needs to provide a power receptacle with a plug to match the generator cord from the LAB.
· This is a Type CS6353 twist lock receptacle. [image: image2.emf]
· One hour required for up to 24 students

· Additional 15 minutes per 5 additional students

· 150 maximum number of students per school day

· Wheelchair accessible (coming soon): one wheelchair per tour; one-on-one tours recommended 

Recommendations:

· Show My Blood Your Blood video presentation in advance

· Break students into groups prior to The L.A.B. visit

· Teams could be named after Platelets, Plasma, Red Cells, White Cells, etc.

· Students not touring the L.A.B. could work on activity books provided by CBC
